Blackwood
RKCB (0314)

After the first enquiry, a bid of 5NT asks responder to bid his cheapest King. 

Any subsequent bid asks responder to bid a grand if he holds that specific King.

Example

2NT
 (forcing raise)

4NT
5C
(0 or 3)

5N
6C
(Shows the King of Clubs, at least)

6H
7S
(Do you have the king of Hearts?  Yes!!!!)

Kickback - When a suit has been agreed upon (or the last bid suit), a bid of the next higher ranking suit at the 4-level is kickback. E.g. 1H - 2NT followed by 4S is RKCB for hearts. If the auction starts 1H - 1S, 3H - 4S this is not Kickback. Avoid using Kickback if there can be ambiguity.

When the opponents interefere, use steps in a DOPI-like response.
